from neglect at the low end of the scale to aggravated
cruelty. Penalties for animal cruelty have been
increased, ranging from 90 days in jail and a $300 fine to
seven years in jail and a $15,000 fine.

Please note the tethering stipulations included in

Libre’s Law:

*  Dogs tethered outside must be provided with basic
needs, including water and shade.
Dogs may not spend more than nine hours tethered
in a 24-hour period. The maximum time limit is
reduced to only 30 minutes when the temperature
exceeds 90 degrees or is below freezing.
A dog may not be secured with a tow or log chain or
a choke, pinch, prong, or chain collar, and there may
not be “excessive waste” in the tethered area.

Any Door to Door Saleperson needs a valid solicitation permit issued
by the Borough

any business is required to register at the Borough office, fill out a
form, produce a valid photo ID, and pay a fee if required. They will
be handed a copy of the “Transient Retail Merchants” explaining our
guidelines for soliciting.

A permit card is issued to them which they are required to have on
their person for the entire time they are in the Borough. The permit
card shall be displayed upon request to any police officer, municipal

official, or any resident of the Borough.

By issuing a permit, the Borough of Paxtang does not approve or

endorse any door to door salespersons. If you have any questions or
